MOTION - RESOLUTION - SUPPORT GAMING FACILITY IN THE
TOWN OF NEW WINDSOR.

MOTION BY COUNCILMAN LUNDSTROM
SECONDED BY COUNCILMAN REGENBAUM

WHEREAS, in June, 2013, the State Legislature passed the Upstate New York
Gaming Economic Development Act of 2013 (the “Act”); and

WHEREAS, on March 31, 2014, the New York State Gaming Facility
Location Board (the “State Location Board”) issued a Request for Applications to

Develop and Operate a Gaming Facility in New Yotk State (the “RFA”) pursuant to
the Act; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor (the “Town
Board”) has discussed the Act and the RFA, and continues to discuss matters relating

to gaming facilities as authorized in the Act potentially being in the Town of New
Windsor (the “Town”); and

WHEREAS, it is the sense of the Town Board that the majority of the Town’s
residents, taxpayers, and business owners would welcome the job opportunities,
increased local spending, and economic and community benefits that are typically
associated with a gaming facility being located in a municipality such as the Town; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board recognizes the potential benefits that a gaming
facility as authorized in the Act could bring to the Town; and

WHEREAS, a gaming facility authorized by the Act would be expected to:
expand the tourism base of the Town and Orange County by providing services and
overnight accommodations for visitors as part of a balanced economy; expand and
diversify the tax base of the Town; and positively economically benefit Orange
County, the Washingtonville Central School District, and surrounding communities,
through the increase of property tax revenues and the expansion of employment
opportunities for the citizens of the Town and Orange County; and

WHEREAS, the RFA requites a potential applicant under the Act to submit a

post November 5, 2013 resolution passed by a local legislative body supporting the
location of a gaming facility to the State Location Board; and
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WHEREAS, any gaming facility project, even if approved for a license by the
State Location Board, will be tequired to comply with all applicable state and local
planning, zoning and environmental review laws and processes in order to ensute the
protection of the health, safety and welfatre of the residents of the community; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board supports a gaming facility as authorized in the
Act being in the Town, subject to the Town’s compliance with all applicable laws as
stated above, and the Town Board strongly encourages the filing of the necessary
applications and supporting materials with the State Location Board so such Board
can determine whether it will issue a license to develop and operate a gaming facility
in the Town;

NOW THEREFORE IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED, that in order to
assure that no applicant for a potential gaming facility in the Town is disqualified from
receiving review and consideration of its application due to the lack of a resolution by
the Town Boatd, the Town Board hereby declares its support for a gaming facility as
authorized in the Act being licensed by the State Gaming Commission at a location in
the Town, and the Town Board fully supports and encourages the filing of
approptiate applications and supporting materials with the State Location Board by
any applicant proposing to develop and operate a gaming facility in the Town; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this Resolution is intended to satisfy
the eligibility requirements of NYS Racing, Pari-Mutuel Wagering and Breeding Law §
1314(2) and specifically to satisfy the condition of local support for a gaming license
applicant; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Town Clerk is hereby directed to
forward a copy of this resolution to the State Location Board and moves for its
adoption.
