Stewards Inquiry and Jockey Objection Race 6- Jockey of the second place finisher #9 
Stretch’s Stone (Irad Ortiz, Jr.) claimed foul against first place finisher #1A Mr. Buff (Michael 
Luzzi) for alleged interference in the stretch. Inside the 1/8 pole #1A Mr. Buff drifts out and 
makes solid contact with #9 Stretch’s Stone stopping his momentum and the horse goes on to 
finish second by a neck. After reviewing the race video and speaking to the riders involved in 
the judgment of the Stewards this incident altered the finish of the race and #1A Mr. Buff is 
disqualified from first place and placed second. Decision was unanimous. New order of finish: 9, 
1A, 5, 1, 4, 7, 8, 2, 3, 6.  
 
Incident Race 7- #5 Legally Bay trained by Marialice Coffey and ridden by Jacqueline Davis 
was pulled up after the finish of the race and taken off on the horse ambulance.

(Addiel Ayala) for alleged interference in the stretch. Inside the 1/16 pole #4 Greenhouse Effect 
drops in two paths forcing #3 Save the Tigers to take up sharply. After reviewing the race video 
and speaking to the riders involved in the judgment of the Stewards this incident altered the 
finish of the race and #4 Greenhouse Effect is disqualified from fourth and placed fifth. Decision 
was unanimous. New order of finish: 5, 1, 10, 3, 4, 2, 7, 1A, 6, 8.
