Stewards Inquiry Race 9- Inquiry into the stretch run, in the vicinity of the 1/8 pole #7 Green 
Gratto (Christopher DeCarlo) shifts in towards the rail while clear and #8 Unified (Javier 
Castellano) to his outside and #2 Tommy Macho (Luis Saez) racing behind those two comes off 
the rail looking for room and makes contact with #8 Unified as no room was available. After 
reviewing the race video and speaking to the riders involved in the judgment of the Stewards no 
further action was warranted. Decision was unanimous.  
 
Stewards Inquiry and Jockey Objection Race 11- Jockey of the third place finisher #2 Full 
House (Rajiv Maragh) claimed foul against the first place finisher #5 Miss Sky Warrior (Paco 
Lopez) for alleged interference into the first turn. #2 Full House takes up briefly while running 
into the first turn, meanwhile #5 Miss Sky Warrior holds position leaving room on the inside. 
After reviewing the race video and speaking to the riders involved in the judgment of the 
Stewards this incident did not alter the finish of the race and the race is official as is. Decision 
was unanimous.  
 
Stewards Inquiry and Jockey Objection Race 12- Jockey of the second place finisher #5 
Altesino (Rajiv Maragh) claimed foul against the first place finisher #3 Build to Suit (Irad Ortiz, 
Jr.) for alleged interference in the deep stretch. In the vicinity of the 1/16 pole #3 Build to Suit 
came out repeatedly under a left handed crop making solid contact with #5 Altesino and 
knocking the horse off stride. After reviewing the race video and speaking to the riders involved 
in the judgment of the Stewards this incident altered the finish of the race and #3 Build to Suit is 
disqualified from first and placed second. Decision was unanimous. New order of finish: 5, 3, 8, 
2, 4, 9, 1A, 2B, 7, 6.
