(Cornelio Velasquez) for alleged interference in the stretch. In the vicinity of the 1/8 pole, #10 
Ditch Em steadily comes out under a left handed crop and makes contact several times with 
#16 Sweet Advance who loses momentum. After reviewing the race video and speaking will all 
riders involved in the judgment of the Stewards this altered the finish of the race and #10 Ditch 
Em is disqualified from first and placed second. Decision is unanimous. New order of finish: 16, 
10, 9, 3, 4, 11, 12, 1, 8.
