Tapizar (Ricardo Sanatana, Jr.) claims foul against second place finisher #5 Recruiting Ready 
(Irad Ortiz, Jr.) for alleged interference in the vicinity of the 3/8 pole. #5 Recruiting Ready comes 
over and slams into #3 Tip Tap Tapizar forcing that horse to make heavy contact with #2 Sonic 
Mule (John Velazquez) knocking him off stride. After reviewing the race video and speaking with 
the riders involved in the judgment of the Stewards this incident altered the finish of the race 
and #5 Recruiting Ready is disqualified from second and placed fourth. Decision was 
unanimous. New Order of Finish: 4, 3, 2, 5, 1.
